MANUFACTURER
PRICE INCREASES.

The main reason given by suppliers for price increases are the increased costs of raw materials due to the unprecedented
global demand for certain products. Other factors include increased transportation costs, packaging costs and changes to
operational procedures (e.g. social distancing measures). Some products, for example cement are also affected by carbon

tax charges.

The following price increases will come into effect on 1st January 2022.
